Level Descriptions

Level I

The basic level (but not for complete beginners) is for those ready to drive away from home. This is a competence evaluation and will confirm that you know how to do things safely. This level covers harness knowledge, harnessing and putting to, practical driving, horse care, and general knowledge of a single turnout. 

Road Driving

This evaluation is recommended as minimum competence for driving horses on public roads.  The evaluation will be assessed by direct observation of the practical performance and by oral questioning on the knowledge section of the syllabus. The evaluation will require strict observation of safety, animal welfare and good horsemanship. 

The driving will take place on a public road (or equivalent) using any appropriate style of reinsmanship. This may be evaluated at the same time as Level I, if conditions warrant and with the Evaluator’s approval based on Level I performance and facilities available.  
Level II

Level II is a Unit based proficiency. Candidates may take all Units individually or together. Records of Units achieved are maintained in the CAA office and a Certificate of Proficiency will only be issued once all Units have been completed successfully. Credits for each Unit require all the Elements within the Unit to be completed successfully. 

This level is suited to the more experienced driver who participates in some form of competitive driving, and it may include pair driving. The prerequisites for this level are successful completion of Level I and the Road Driving assessment, followed by additional driving instruction/experience. Typical drivers at this level must be able to drive an unfamiliar single horse, work competently in a driving environment with some responsibility, drive competently in company and perhaps in competition, and look after a group of horse/ponies competitively and maintain them over a period of time both in work and at rest. 

Candidates should not enroll for Level II without at least six months of active driving experience following their successful completion of the Level I Evaluation. 

You do not need to take the whole evaluation in one session. The evaluation is set up in Units. You need to decide which and how many Units you would like to take during your session.

Level II includes Units covering preparing and driving an unknown horse; driving a CAA driven dressage test with a known horse; preparing and driving a pair of horses; horse knowledge and care health and safety and care of equine. Unit 3 (prepare and drive a pair of horses) is optional You can gain the full qualification without completing this Unit. However, if you want to continue to Level III, this Unit is a necessary prerequisite. 

 Level II also requires one of the optional Units with proof of your experience at either combined driving, pleasure driving, recreational driving or driving for the disabled (the choice is yours).
